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The Wonderful New Air Force Memorial
.. .Also Dedicated On October |13th 2006!!!

Two of the fascinating events of this past October
are the dedication of the gleaming new Air Force
Memorial in Washington, DC, and the dedication of
the |3th Air Force Memorial at the United States
Air Force Museum in Dayton, OH on the very same
day...Friday, the |3th of October 2006.

We of the |3th AFVA commend those who worked
so diligently to achieve the Air Force Memorial, and
we veterans who wore the uniforms of World War
[l certainly would have liked to attend the incredible
celebration at DC, but we definitely needed to be at
the dedication of our 13th Air Force Memorial
which in an important, but somewhat smaller way,
was a result of the efforts of our own members and
friends.

There ceremony in Washington was attended by
President George W. Bush, military leaders, many
dignitaries, and thousands of others. The Air Force
Magazine 2006 November quoted President Bush,
“We commemorate today the courage of the men
and women who work the Air Force Blue. We
remember those who gave their lives for their
fellow Americans. We mourn their loss, we pray for
their families and we consecrate their legacy here
today.”

The magazine also noted, “The Air Force Band
performed several pieces while a video was shown
with clips from pilots climbing into World War |l
bombers to modern-day airmen working in the
sands of Iraq. Several aircraft ranging from World
War | bi-planes to today’s stealth bombers and
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fighters flew over the crowd and memorial in

chronological order, providing visual evidence of the
evolution of military flight.”

The ceremony ended with a demonstration from
the Thunderbirds, who flew past the crowd before
doing the bomb-burst formation, which inspired the
design of the three-spires of the memorial.
